o Before assembling your built-in Asado Grill, identify and prepare the location in -
which it will be placed. wxz
e Your Asado Grill will become VERY HOT during use.

e Built-in Grills must be placed on top of a level, non-combustible base - ideally a
solid masonry construction.

e Under no circumstances should your grill be placed on top of combustible

materials.

Ensure there is sufficient clearance around your grill as detailed below.

Position your grill away from any roof overhangs or overhead structures.

Do not operate your grill indoors or in an enclosed area.

When open, the lid of your grill will not protrude past the rearmost edge of your

Grill.

e Thelid of your grill can become VERY HOT during use, ensure there is sufficient
clearance behind your grill and that the lid will not come into contact with any
combustible material.
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e Your grill is designed to sit on a
level, stable base.

e The underside of your grill will
become VERY HOT during use.
Ensure the surface upon which it is
placed is hon-combustible.

¢ Adhere to the clearance guidelines.

e With the help of another person,
place your grill within the aperture or
on the surface you have prepared.

e Once in situ, continue with the
remaining assembly as detailed in
this document.

e Do not try and move your grill
once assembled, as it will be VERY
HEAVY.
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
